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Dell Martin  1921-2008 
 

Dell Martin, pioneer lesbian rights activist who, with her part-
ner of more than 50 years, Phyllis Lyon, became the first 
same-sex couple to legally marry in San Francisco in June, 
died August 27, 2008 at the age of 87. Martin and Lyon were 
among the plaintiffs in a lawsuit against the state that led the 
court to overturn California’s ban on same-sex marriages. “We 
would not have marriage equality in California if it weren’t for 
Dell and Phyllis,” said House Speaker Nancy Pelosi in a state-
ment released on the day of her death. Their marriage cere-
mony,  in which the couple exchanged vows and rings, was 
Dell’s last public appearance.  Dell, from all of us,  thank you.
